for April 2, and 4, 2009 Masterworks Concerts 

and April 3, 2009 Chamber Series Concert 

The Greensboro Symphony Orchestra continues to carefully navigate its path through the current economic challenges faced by our country.  In an effort to reduce expenses and to offer audiences uplifting music which will provide a sense of comfort and melodic soothing music to the ear, the  April 2, and 4 Masterworks’ guest artist and program have been changed.  The new program will feature Soprano, Christina Pier, in two beautiful arias from Mozart’s Marriage of Figaro, “Dove Sono” and “Porgi D’amor.”  The concert will open with the Overture to the Marriage of Figaro.  Christina Pier was the 2008 1st prize winner of the 2008 UNCG Charles Lynam Competition.  The program will be completed with three movements from Mendelssohn’s Midsummer Night’s Dream (Intermezzo, Notturne, Scherzo) and Beethoven’s’ Symphony No. 2.    

The Rice Toyota Sitkovetsky and Friends Chamber Series program has been changed from Tchaikovsky’s Piano Trio to Dvorak’s Quintet Opus 5 in a minor featuring Dmitry Sitkovetsky and Janet Orenstein, violins, Diane Phoenix-Neal, viola, Alexander Ezerman, cello and Inara Zandmane, piano.  The first part of the program will remain Bartok’s Contrasts for Clarinet, Violin& Pianos.
Christina Pier, Soprano Christina Pier is the recipient of numerous prestigious honours and awards including a 2003 Grand Finals Winner of the Metropolitan Opera National Council Auditions, a George London Award, a Sullivan Award, and two Palm Beach Opera Competition Awards, and most recently the first place at the Charles A. Lynam Vocal Competition. In addition, she received the Anna Case Mackay Grant from the Santa Fe Opera, the Gilbert Artist Award from Florida Grand Opera, a Sosenko Trust Grant and an Ian Gorin Memorial Award.
In the 2008-2009 season she reprises the role of Donna Anna in Don Giovanni with Nashville Opera and Eugene Opera. Last season Ms. Pier performed the Countess in Le Nozze di Figaro with the Minnesota Opera and Micaëla in Carmen at the Princeton Festival. Ms. Pier made her professional debut as Donna Anna with the Santa Fe Opera and will repeat the role later this season at Eugene Opera. Ms. Pier made role debuts as Micaëla in Carmen and Pamina in Die Zauberflöte at Florida Grand Opera. Also at Florida Grand Opera, Ms. Pier performed Annina in La Traviata, and Sara in Szulamit.
